The shop enjoys a lot of patronage from the residents of the estate sin because of the varieties of goods to cater for the needs of the residents ranging from electronics to household goods. They also offer highly competitive discount prices on their goods. During the Easter period they made a lot of sales. By the end of the Easter holiday there was need to restock their grocery shop.  On Tuesday 23rd of April 2013, Mr. Joshua and his wife set out in their Toyota Hilux van, to the popular Wholesale market at the Lagos Island.
